What is Planta Europa?
Planta Europa is the Network of independent organisations,

non-governmental and governmental, working together to conserve
European wild plants and fungi by co-ordinating their activities, and
sharing their expertise and experience.

If your organisation has a passion for wild plants and fungi, works to
conserve them and their habitats, and appreciates the benefits of
working together cohesively, then join the Network now.

The threats facing our wild plants
Plants are essential for life. They are the
foundation upon which the rest of our biodiversity
depends. Yet European plants are amongst the
most threatened in the world. In some countries
more than two thirds of existing habitats are
considered endangered. This is due to:

- agriculture and forestry causing
changes in the use of land
- the effects of commercial and other
economic activities
- the introduction of non-native species of plants
- the destruction of habitats

The Planta Europa Network was established by
like-minded organisations, wishing to work
together in a co-ordinated fashion to find and
implement permanent solutions to these problems.
The Network opens up opportunities for pan-
European projects, partnerships, and more
effective action to conserve our plant diversity.

Global and European strategies
for plants

In April 2002, the Convention on Biological
Diversity (CBD) adopted the Global Strategy for
Plant Conservation. The Network’s immediate
priority is to implement the European Plant
Conservation Strategy which was developed by
the Network and the Council of Europe as a
recognised part of, and contribution to, the CBD
Global Strategy.

Both strategies contain clear, challenging, but
realistic targets under five common objectives.
42 targets for Europe are to be achieved by
2007; these contribute to the 16 global targets to
be achieved by 2010.

Planta Europa is leading the work needed to
achieve the European targets.

The benefits of Network
membership

Members play a key role in implementing the
CBD Global Strategy for Plant Conservation, by
contributing to the achievement of targets in the
European Plant Conservation Strategy
(recognised by the CBD as a contribution to the
Global Strategy). Members have opportunities
to develop a co-ordinated approach to
partnerships in pan-European conservation
projects. A priority project is the identification
and protection of Important Plant Areas. Mutual
support is readily available to help maximise the
impact of plant conservation work. Sharing
information and expertise among Network
members is fundamental.

Fees are dependent on the size and activities of
your organisation. Membership is approved by
the Planta Europa Steering Committee, which is
responsible for running the Network.

All European regions are represented on the
Committee which is elected by members at
Planta Europa conferences. The Committee is
advised on special issues by the Planta Europa
Advisors: individuals with particular conservation
expertise.
